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HIGH PASS FILTER

This is a GREAT tool to use, especially if you have resized your images.  It also gives you wonderful control in sharpening your image.

· Open your image in Photoshop or Elements.

· Duplicate the layer (just drag it on top of the icon in the Layers Palette - it looks like a page with A folded corner)

· Make sure you stand on your new layer and then go to Filters > Other > High Pass filter.

· Choose a value using the slider - this will depend on the type of photo and/or the effect you want to create.  Experiment with different settings!  

· Click “OK”

· Change the mode of this layer to either “Soft light”, “Hard light” or “Overlay” (Click on the drop-down menu top left of your layers palette.)

· Click on the “eye” on the left of this new layer to see what your image looks like with and without your newly added effect.
Afterwards you can always decrease the effect (if needed) using the “Opacity” slider top right of your Layers Palette.

You can even mask certain areas to keep them from sharpening or erase certain areas on your top layer so the bottom image can be seen in that section.

The result = Total Flexibility
