How big must my photos be?

Size = If it is a landscape photo, the horisontal side may be no longer than 1024 pixels.  

If it is a portrait photo, the vertical side may be no longer than 768 pixels.

How to do it:

Open your photo in Photoshop or Elements.

Right-click in the area at the top of the photo, where the name of the photo is.  

A drop-down menu will appear - choose “Image size”.

Make sure that “Constrain Proportions” at the bottom is ticked.

Go to the top “Width” block and make sure it is set on “pixels” and not “Percent”.  

If it is a landscape photo, type 1024 in the width block (and ignore the “height” block)

If it is a portrait photo, type 768 in the “Height” block (and ignore the “width” block).  As long as “constrain proportions” is ticked, the second block will adjust automatically.

Click “OK”

Weight = Your photos should be no bigger than 500kb each.

How to do it:
Open your photo in Photoshop or Elements.

File    >   Save as   >   a dialog block appear with “JPEG options” at the top.

Select the quality you want to save your image at (Maximum, high, medium or low) 

Your choice here will determine the weight of your image.

Click “OK” and now go to the folder you saved it in to make sure it is no bigger than 500 kb.  

If it is still too big, go back and repeat the previous step.
