Here are 10 Basic Tips for making a good Audio Visual for Judging:

· Max 3 minutes or shorter. 

· Use 1 best image rather than 2 or 3 ‘weak’ images.

· Start well, end well.  

· Don’t use landscape, portrait, landscape format, rather keep the same format throughout or run a few after each other then change.  Keep framing consistent.

· Story line should be logical and flowing, don’t jump around.

· Keep out the ‘clutter’ - rather short and sweet with impact.

· Don’t start an hour before club judging!  You need a few days.

· Try not to use very well known music, people tend to tap to the familiar tune, and don’t focus on the images.

· Don’t use too many different fades and effects it is distracting.
