Honours & Awards – important changes to Honours applications
Barrie Wilkins – Chairman Honours & Awards
A number of changes relating to Honours applications have been approved by the Board and will come into effect immediately.  These will only affect NEW applications.

Applications that are already in the system will be permitted to continue as is.

Only the relevant changes are listed here - full rules pertaining to all applications may be found on the website – please ensure that you are referring to the most up to date info sheets – which are the Honours and Awards Manuals dated November 2011.

1.  Mediums for Honours - Application for Honours (LPSSA, APSSA, FPSSA & MPSSA) can be made in the following mediums.

                   *  Colour – Digital Projected Images

                   *  Monochrome – Digital Projected Images - New
                   *  Colour – Prints

                   *  Monochrome – Prints

                   *  Audio Visual

Honours in the following mediums may only be applied for once an applicant has an APSSA in any of the above mediums.

                    *  Published Works (APSSA and FPSSA)
                    *  Scientific and Technical in the Field of Education (APSSA only)
                    *  Documentary and Literary (APSSA only)

Slides will no longer be an accepted medium for New Honours applications of 2012.

2. Visual Arts will no longer be considered a separate category – applications may still be made in Visual Arts however this will be as a specialised panel.  

Members who hold an APSSA in Visual Arts – Slides, may apply for a FPSSA in Digital – Specialised Visual Arts.
3. Monochrome – Digital Projected Images - will now become a separate medium.
No panels (prints or digital projected images) may include both monochrome and colour images.
If an image contains any colour element in it that image will be classified as a

colour image.

No image (or similar) used in any successful application may be used in any further application – this includes those converted from Monochrome to Colour and vice versa.
4. Specialist Panels may be submitted in all mediums however “repetitiveness” is                not considered specialisation.  The applicant must show variation in the specialised panel being presented. Specialist panels must have a title/theme.
5.  Eligibility to apply

No member may apply for a LPSSA until he/she has achieved at least a 1 Diamond Rating in the medium in which application is to be made.

No member may apply for an APSSA until he/she has achieved a 3 Diamond Rating in the medium in which application is to be made OR he/she holds an LPSSA in that medium.

6.  Standard of Panels and Credits

Unsuccessful panels will only be allowed to be submitted for a second round of judging provided that a minimum number (33%) of credits are obtained on the first application.  

The required minimum number of credits is

3 credits

                    APSSA
5 credits

                    FPSSA
8 credits
Should the applicant not receive the required minimum the panel will be rejected in its entirety and the applicant will have to ‘sit out’ the next application date and may only apply at the application date thereafter (in effect 1 year later). These credits will not carry through to any future application but may be resubmitted in the new application.

7.  Number of simultaneous applications

Only one application may be made in a specific medium at one time.  

8.  Subsequent applications

Applicants wanting to apply for additional honours at the same level in the same medium may do so immediately after obtaining their honours.

Applicants wanting to apply for a higher level of honours after obtaining their honours (e.g. after obtaining an APSSA and wanting to apply for a FPSSA) must wait for one judging session before applying.  The exception being those members who achieved their honours on their first application.

9. Application Fees
Application fees will be charged for each attempt as from January 2012.  Those members who submitted panels prior to January 2012 will not have to pay any additional fees.
